1. Two pages on A4-size sheets
2. The manuscript should be prepared in Japanese or English using word processing software (as a general rule it should be saved as an Adobe Acrobat PDF file with the presenter's name used as the file name, up to 1.5 MB).
3. All manuscripts should include the author(s) name(s) in Roman alphabet, abstract, keywords, and the affiliations of all authors on the first page.
4. Pages should be in two-column format. 
5. Margins should be set at 25 mm on the top, 35 mm on the bottom, and 20 mm on the sides.
6. The title should be 12 point font, Times New Roman, centered.
7. The body should be about 10.5 point print type (Times New Roman).
8. Do not use footnotes. 
9. Do not include page numbers.
